All new undergraduates and all new graduate students are required to attend 
unless (i) they have previously matriculated at Oxford or (ii) they are 
incorporating a Cambridge or Dublin degree.  Please be in Front 
Quadrangle for a roll-call NOT LATER than 10.05 a.m.   

 
Full academic dress is obligatory for both the Photograph and the Ceremony. Full 
academic dress is sub-fusc clothing, with cap and the appropriate gown (and 
hood for graduates, as appropriate).   
 

Sub-fusc clothing is:  
for men: a dark suit, dark socks and black shoes or boots, a plain white shirt 
and white collar, and white bow tie; 
for women: a white shirt or blouse, black tie, dark skirt or trousers, black 
stockings, black shoes or boots and, if desired, a dark coat.  
In both cases, the clothes should be appropriate for formal occasions.    

 
PLEASE ENSURE THAT YOU ARE PROPERLY DRESSED. IF YOU ARE NOT PROPERLY 

DRESSED YOU WILL NOT BE PERMITTED TO MATRICULATE.
