e Dark trousers with dark socks or dark hosiery

Socks, tights and stockings must cover the ankle entirely. Where socks or stockings are worn,
there should be no gap between the bottom of the trouser leg or skirt and the top of the socks or
stockings.

Plain white collared shirt or blouse

White bow tie, black bow tie, black full-length tie, or black ribbon.
